There are currently a number of NSEI courses that are at least cross-listed in ECE that should help to build up
an accredited core. They include

Intro to Reactor Engineering, ECE 4030/NE 4346 (I believe this is basically neutronics)

Energy Systems and Resources, ECE 4020/NE 4315 (I am not sure what is in this class, but it COULD be a
nuclear systems Todreas and Kazimi type class)

Introduction to Plasma, ECE 4550

I don't know a lot about them but I think the first two courses taught in NSEI are pretty weak, but could easily
be bolstered by a number of faculty in the COE.

There is a radiation detection class that is cross-listed and regularly taught in Chemistry.

Nuclear Radiation Detection, NE 4391

This is an excellent course and laboratory. My graduate students all take it.

I am sure you have some knowledge of this information, but this is just to remind you that there are existing

course numbers that could be built upon for an ABET accredited program. The basic ABET accredited program,
in my mind, should have something like the following courses.



Reactor Theory/Neutronics

- We have lots of qualified instructors, including myself, N. Islam, Sabia Naz, perhaps some others in MAE.
There is an NSEI course.

Thermal Hydraulics/Reactor Engineering/Nuclear Systems

- MAE should have this covered in spades I would think

Radiation Detection and Measurement

- Taken care of with the excellent course in Chemistry

Radiation Interactions with Matter

- There is an NSEI course, but it could use some work.

Nuclear Materials

- I would think Patrick Pinhero would be a good choice for development here.

Anyway, those are just a few of my thoughts on the possibility of a nuclear engineering curriculum. I should be
at the meeting around 9AM.

There are currently a number of NSEI courses that are at least cross-listed in ECE that should help to build up
an accredited core. They include

Intro to Reactor Engineering, ECE 4030/NE 4346 (I believe this is basically neutronics)

Energy Systems and Resources, ECE 4020/NE 4315 (I am not sure what is in this class, but it COULD be a
nuclear systems Todreas and Kazimi type class)

Introduction to Plasma, ECE 4550

I don't know a lot about them but I think the first two courses taught in NSEI are pretty weak, but could easily
be bolstered by a number of faculty in the COE.

There is a radiation detection class that is cross-listed and regularly taught in Chemistry.

Nuclear Radiation Detection, NE 4391

This is an excellent course and laboratory. My graduate students all take it.

I am sure you have some knowledge of this information, but this is just to remind you that there are existing
course numbers that could be built upon for an ABET accredited program. The basic ABET accredited program,

in my mind, should have something like the following courses.

Reactor Theory/Neutronics



- We have lots of qualified instructors, including myself, N. Islam, Sabia Naz, perhaps some others in MAE.
There is an NSEI course.

Thermal Hydraulics/Reactor Engineering/Nuclear Systems

- MAE should have this covered in spades I would think

Radiation Detection and Measurement

- Taken care of with the excellent course in Chemistry

Radiation Interactions with Matter

- There is an NSEI course, but it could use some work.

Nuclear Materials

- I would think Patrick Pinhero would be a good choice for development here.

Anyway, those are just a few of my thoughts on the possibility of a nuclear engineering curriculum. I should be
at the meeting around 9AM.

6, the distinction of Truman School from NSEI is not clear, particularly regarding the
students welfare. Rewording a bit will add clarity, I believe.

In the last par., is it clear what is meant by " disbanding"?

I am now thinking of possibly writing an op Ed type statement that points out that we are talking
about a very small academic department, formed as a Center, that contrasts with a strong group

like the Truman School and other units that have been reorganized. The units in CAFNR and the
creation of both the Truman School and Biological Engineering Department were much more
significant, and all faculty did not agree with the moves, but collegiality won out. I suspect their
extramural funding has jumped upward, in contrast to the changes in NSEL

Here we have a sharp contrast, with four faculty determined to sow seeds of discontent and
mislead the public. They seek to undermine, or take advantage of, a public economic
development issue.
The newspaper apparently finds this of interest. Perhaps it would be worthwhile to point out
bluntly what is going on here. maybe Jeanese would be interested in that angle.
